Astacology is a thriving organization of peo-

ple that are interested in freshwater crayfish. 

 

There are over 450 members in the soci-

ety including scientists, university students, 

government departments, hobbyists, biolo-

gists, aquaculturists, research institutes, etc., 

representing over 50 countries. The main 

goals of the IAA are to: (1) encourage the 

scientific study of crayfish for the benefit of 

mankind, (2) provide for the dissemination of 

research findings relating to crayfish, and (3) 

develop an international forum for the free 

discussion of problems relevant to crayfish. 

Since its formation in 1972, the IAA has 

gradually grown in size and complexity. The 

day-to-day operations of the society are con-

ducted through the secretariat, which is lo-

cated in Alabama (USA), but the society also 

has elected officers and an appointed board 

who run the organization on a two-year cycle. 

 

Symposia ð every 2 years a symposium is 

held. To date, there have been 16 symposia 

held in either Europe, North America or Aus-

tralia. These provide a very valuable forum 

for the exchange of information and usually 

attract around 150 persons, including many 

students. Columbia, Missouri, USA will host 

the next symposium in July 2010. 

 

Symposium Volumes ð the proceedings 

of the symposia are published as the soci-

ety journal Freshwater Crayfish. So far 

there have been 16 volumes published. Ex-

cept for 1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 7 & 10 these volumes 

are available from the Secretariat or the  

editors.  Electronic versions of all volumes 

will soon be available via the IAA website.
